If you are looking to dig a little deeper, consider joining the ACTS program — the
Ambassadors Community for Theological Study through the Virginia Synod. This course
will examine the fundamentals of Christian theology from a Lutheran perspective, with a
particular focus on the Christian life and Christian mission. The Lutheran Confessions
will serve as primary reading. The Lutheran witness will be examined within the larger
unity of the catholic faith, beginning with our shared confession of the Trinity and the
Incarnation.

Sunday School

Sunday School for children, confirmation, and senior high takes place on Sunday
mornings from 9:45-10:45am. Children through grade six have classes in the
church building, and confirmation and senior high classes are held in Peace's
South Campus at 1554 Insurance Lane. Registration Forms for Sunday School
are available in the Foyer with our Sunday School "Shepherds."

2’'s and 3's class : Children in Miss Cheryl’'s class will learn how God shows love
for creation through the stories of Creation, Noah, Abraham, and Isaac. They will
begin to learn to respond to these narratives by demonstrating love for God
through kindness, helpfulness and thankfulness and by learning to talk to God in
prayer. (Snacks and crafts are fun, too!)

4’s and 5’s (Pre-K/K): Join Miss Cathy and Miss Marian as they share God’s
loving plan for the world through the Creation story, as well as the stories of
Noah, Abraham, and Isaac. Children will learn to respond by thanking God for
the world they live in.

Grades 1 and 2: Miss Leslie, Miss Dawn, and Miss Nicole will guide their
students through Exodus and Samuel as they study Moses, Hannah, Samuel
and David. They will focus on learning how God shows love to his people, and
how we can respond. They will learn to tie these stories to their own “stories” as
they explore God'’s role and purpose in their lives.

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Grades 3 and 4: These “recruits” will be in Bible Boot Camp this fall, under the
fearless leadership of Carole Jarrell, Beth Williams, and Linda Morris. Students
will embark on their new discipleship path in this active and engaging class. They
will receive their own Bibles at the beginning of “Boot Camp “and will learn Bible
basics, including the Old and New Testament and other special features such as
maps, concordance and glossary, and scripture memorization. They will also
learn the importance of daily Bible reading and finding their own “place” in the
stories of the Bible.

Grades 5 and 6: The 5" and 6™ grade team will be at first focusing on the Old
Testament of exile and restoration, as they learn how God'’s people go through
hard times, and how we can take refuge in God through prayer. This group,
which focuses primarily on small group development, will be led by Laurie
Niestrath, Jennie Carter, Kim Wilkens, and Jenny Cudahy.

Confirmation: The confirmation team is led by Vicky and Dave Veliky, Jason
Bauman, Paul and Patricia Simpson, and Laura McAfee. They are using Head to
the Heart, (H2H), curriculum by Faith Inkubators, which is a relational, parent-
involved, small group program that explores what it means to be a Lutheran. This
course will take them from the birth of the Reformation to the day they make their
own confirmation of faith and accept God's call to keep the reformation going on
into their world.
